Dye testing of several
suspected illicit connections has commenced, and the results will be documented in the following
MS4 reporting cycle.

Since 2005, routine inspections, cleaning and illicit discharge detection has increased. Streets are
now swept on a regular basis in the City. Any issues identified with the collection system are
reported and repaired by either the City's DPW crews or by an emergency contractor.
