The meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. after a quorum was
confirmed.

My understanding and | met with Mr, Bruno who is the
attorney of record, and | understood the painting was at his client’s request. |
didn’t have the authorify to say no you can’t paint it, That is the jurisdiction of this
board. So it wds remove the graffiti one way or another by cleaning it or
covering if up. If you are going to change the exterior finish you come here.,

Mr. King - It seems we should table and you take a look at the cleaning process
and then come back and tell us what you want to do.

Ms. Kelson - You don’t need the boards approval to clean the brick. You would
not have to come back for that,

Mr. King - If vou are going to do a project we of course need 1o see it

Ms. Kelson - My goal and with the code violation is o get the building cleaned
and that can be done under a number of methods - cleaning the brick - fine you
can go ahead and do that. As part of your larger project you can come back
and amend this application and depending on the scope of work you may need
a public hearing. . .

Ms. Flynn - The reason the roof looks the way it doés is ’rhey have probably
fried to replicate the slate that was criginally on thera.

The Chairman of the Board then opened the Public Hearing by reading the text
of the notice.

Wilbert and Michelle Thompson appearad before the board.
Ms. Thompson explained the project to the board. "Won’r to replace front porch,
front door and windows. Front door is not installed yet, New front door with side

light. Square spindles on railing.

Mr. King ~ What is the paint ability of the new pressure treated wood? We have
talked about the naked pressure trected wood not being acceptable.

Mr. Passarotti - Vinyl windows are not historically correct. We will not approve.
Mr. King - Certainly nof in any place where you can see them,

Mr. Flynn - We are only talking about the seven front windows. You can do what
you want with the other windows. The seven front ones cannot be vinyl. They
need to be like the originals - two over two - wood - either aluminum or vinyl
clad wood. Wood must be in them. Arched top four panel door with arched sky
light.

There was no one present 1o speak for or against this appeal.

Mr. Furst explained the project to the board. He submitted a letter from Mr. Siegel
authorizing Mr, Furst to speak on his behalf. Installation of a new handicap
accessible elevator at the rear of the building. A new door to replace an existing
"boarded up window on the side of the existing garage. This docr will be used as
access to the proposed elevator. New brick elevator shaft will match the existing
brick on the building and the Terra Cotta coping that gaes along the roofline will
be carried throcugh on the elevator shaft. Elevator shafi will not go above
roofline. Deor wilt ke painted to match the existing window frames. The view will
not change in the front, Does not require Zoning or site plan review. Another
application will be submitied for fence - ramp - colors.

The Chairman of the Board then opened the Public Hearing by reading the text
of the noftice.

Dorothy Hill appedred before the board.

Ms. Hill explained her project to the board. Wanis to replace 28 windows on one
floor of a four story building. Start with the backside, Sash replacement will be
done by Jehnston Mill Work,  Aluminum clad wood. Windows on third floor will be
replaced in kind - two over two. 24 total windows, 125 yvear old building. (15
floor front - one over one, Two over two everywhere elsa),

Mr. King - On your first floor front the one over one would have been keeping up
with The style but everywhere else if you want to de two over two | think you will
be well within the style of the building.

Mr. Passarotti - From an inferior to exterior point of view, there is a lot less wood to
serve ds a visual impairment. The way windows dre made these days, sterm
windows are not needed.

All
remaining windows will be two over twe, The cclor of the windows on the outside
will be Cinnamon Red.

They purchased the building and
it has been in confinuous use since 1892, Have been to ARC before for the
facade. They need arecommendation to go before the Zoning Board of
Appedls for a change of use. Certificate of Cccupancy for warehouse. Adding
a dumpster to the application per the Planning Board. Plan on consolidating
under one roof. Will use a spotlight to illuminate sign.

There was no one present 1o spedak for or against this appeal.
The public hearing was completed on November 13, 2007.

A mation to approve the application was made by Ms. Flynn and seconded by
Mr, Passarotii,

The motion was approved with a vote of 4-0.

Voted 4-0 to approve your application far the signage for the office and the
restore. The Habitat and Restore signs will be painted directly onto the focade of
the Kimball building in Créme, Blue and Green. For the Habitat office the logo
and office hours will also be printed on the glass of the front entrance doorway.
For the Restore sign the store hours will be printed on the glass of the entrance
door, There will be spotlights for the signs. Approvdl was alse given to have an
enclosed dumpster area in the rear courtyard to be painted the same color as
previously approved clapboard siding.

The Commission further voted 4-0 to recormmend to the Planning Board and the

The Chairman of the Board then opened the Public Hearing by reading the text
of the natice.

Al Belfy from Home Depot appeared before the board.

Mr. Belfy explained the project to the board. They would like to replace 28
windows,

Mr. King - You have heard our discussion on vinyl windows?

Mr. Belfy - | have and we do have an aluminum clad wood window that we can
propose fo the client.




Mr. Passarotti - Only anything that can be seen from the public view.

Mr. King - Just the sireet facing facads. 11 windows in the front,

Ms. Flynn - And | know we are just taiking about windows today buf the front door
and the porch...

Mr. King - Obwviously if it is going to go back to the owner we will not be able to
come to ¢ decision tonight.

Mr. Passarotti - Or we could vote for vinyl clad and they would have fo come
back anyway,

Mr. King - Alright lets do that.

Mr. Passarotti - Or we could table it

Mr. Belfy - What akouf the windows that are not in the front,
Mr. King - The 17 in the back and sides can be vinyl,

Ms. Kelson - We will leave the public hearing open so that yvou can come back af
d later date. We will adjourn the public hearing.

Mr. King - Can we dpprove 11 aluminum clad wood in the front.

Ms. Kalson - yes.

Mr. Passarotti - First of all we don't have to opprove"rhé ones on the side or back,
Mr. King - But they are proposing 28.

Mr. Passarotti - Then we amend the application to say the 11 windows in the front
and then table it.

Ms, Kelson - And then they will have a hard time in the Building Department, My
suggestion would be - there are a couple things you could do. You can give an
approval for the 17 windows which you technically have no jurisdiction over so
that they could at least move forward and not face any repercussions from the
Building Department. Or you can ge ahead and approve aluminum clad wood
for the front, sither or vinyl clad.

Mr. King - As long as it's a clad wood window,

Ms. Kelson - You approve what your comfortable approving. Uttirnately whether
they decide to move forward is up to them. The other alternative is to table it.

Wants to remove the big gates to
lessen groffiti. Wants to remove plafe-glass windows and install smaller ones with
smaller gates. Roll down gates are padlocked. Does not know what is behind
them. He would like to make this a store,

Mr. Passarofti - Building is so covered up we can't tell what's there, He will have to
come back. That Arbor Blend is good stuff.

Mr. Ramirez - Would like to reset sidewdalk bluestone - level and put back,

Mr. King - If we talk about historical significance it is a mass, it is there. Something
in use here is probable. There is no element that cannot be torn down and put
back up.

Ms. Flynn - #40 is your residence?

Mr. Ramirez - Yes. Wants metal grills over windows.

Mr. Passarotti - Those windows need to be operable. They are a code violation.
For fire safety purposes. The people need fo be able to get out. The security

gote needs to be able to be opened from the inside.

Mr. Ramirez - # 40 - Wants vinyl clad wood - double hdng - casement crank, No
metal gates on the windows,

Ms. Flynn - | just want to make sure. The opening that is there, you cannot enlarge
it or make it smaller to fit the window. You have to fill the existing space with a
window.

For # 38 - Individual roll down security gates.

Mr. King - when you are finally able to open # 38 please have someone there 1o
photograph what Is there and give them to us so we have a record.

For #36 - Roll down individual window gates with new vinyl clad wood windows
behind.

Ms. Flynn - Cpen mesh security gate is better.

A motion to approve the application was made by Mr, Passarottl and seconded
by Ms. Flynn.

The motion was approved with o vote of 4-0,
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Voted 4-0 to approve your application to level and reset the bluestone sidewalk;
to replace existing facade with Monogram (Arbor Blend) rough cedar vinyl siding.
For 40 Williarm Street approval was given to — install vinyl clad wood double hung
- casement crank windows with no metal gates on the windows.  For 38 William
Street approval was given to - install individual roll down security gates. For 36
William Street approval was given e — install new roll down individual window
gates with new vinyl clad wood windows behind.
