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Part One crime during the week of January 11th through January 17th showed an 

increase compared to the previous week. Violent Crime figures yielded an increase for 

the week. Both Rape and Aggravated Assault showed additional incidents compared to 

the previous week. There was one domestic Aggravated Assault and one gun related 

Aggravated Assault. There were no bullet to body shootings during the week. Property 

Crime yielded a decrease for the week compared to the previous week. Despite the 

decrease, Residential Burglaries are showing a high number of copper pipe theft 

burglaries this month.   

 

City of Newburgh Police did not administered Narcan during the reporting period. 

 

The City of Newburgh Police Department logged 505 total calls for service during the 

week. This was a decrease of 9% compared to the previous week. The most frequent call 

for service type for the week was “Disorderly Person” with 11% of the call activity for the 

week. This call type showed an increase of 16% compared to the previous week. “Alarm” 

was the next most frequent call type with 9% of entries. This call type showed only a 

small change for the week.  
 

The total number of weapon related calls for service 

showed a reduction this week compared to the previous 

week. Both “Gun Call” and “Shots Fired” entries revealed 

decreases with “Gun Call” showing a much higher reduction 

that “Shots Fired.”    
 

 

 

Officers and detectives effected multiple arrests during the week to yield a total of 39 individuals arrested in the City. 

Notable arrests included charges for Assault 2nd, Endangering the Welfare of a Child, Reckless Endangerment 1st, 

Harassment 2nd, Criminal Mischief 4th, Attempted Gang Assault 2nd, Gang Assault 2nd, Criminal Possession of Stolen 

Property 5th and Criminal Possession of a Weapon 2nd. Officers arrested ten people who were not residents of the City of 

Newburgh. These arrests accounted for 26% of the arrests for the week.
