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Part One crime during the week of November 16th through November 22nd showed an 

decrease in total Part One crime levels compared to the previous week. Violent Crime 

yielded an increase despite reduction in Robbery for the week. Aggravated Assault 

numbers jumped after a single incident produced multiple shooting victims. The 

increase is also mirrored in the weekly increase in gun related calls for service. There 

were no domestic assaults during the week. Property Crime experienced a decrease this 

week compared to the previous week. Residential Burglaries showed a significant 

reduction for the week, followed by a smaller reduction in Larcenies. One of the two 

Residential Burglaries was domestic related.  
  

City of Newburgh Police did not administered Narcan during the reporting period. 
 

 

 

The City of Newburgh Police Department logged 632 total calls for service during the 

week. This was an increase of 9.5% compared to the previous week. The most frequent 

call for service type for the week was “Traffic Complaint” with 13% of the call activity for 

the week. This call type showed similar volume compared to the previous week. 

“Disorderly Person” was the next most frequent call type with 10% of entries. This call 

type increased by 34% this week compared to the previous week.  
 

Weapon related calls for service nearly doubled this week 

compared to the previous week. All gun related calls for 

service showed an increase while “Weapons Violation” 

entries showed a reduction for the week.  

 

 

Officers and detectives effected multiple arrests during the week to yield a total of 52 individuals arrested in the City. 

Notable arrests included charges for Burglary 2nd, Reckless Driving, Endangering the Welfare of a Child, Attempted 

Assault 2nd, Criminal Contempt 1st and 2nd, Petit Larceny, Obstruction of Breathing or Blood Circulation, Harassment 2nd, 

Criminal Possession of a Weapon, Resisting Arrest and Menacing 2nd. Officers arrested fifteen people who were not 

residents of the City of Newburgh. These arrests accounted for 29% of the arrests for the week.  

Figures are preliminary and subject to change based on investigation or development of other information.
