Part One crime during the week of April 20th through April 26th, 2015 yielded a 

decrease compared to the previous week. Multiple subcategories showed no change in 

volume between this week and last week. Violent Crime experienced a 50% reduction 

for the week after significant reductions in Aggravated Assaults. This included one 

incident that was domestic in nature and has already been cleared in arrest. There 

were no shootings this week. Property Crime also decreased this week, especially 

Larcenies (-44%). Officers are continuing to see a variety of theft types including thefts 

of motor vehicle parts and thefts from buildings. The reduction in Larcenies is 

welcomed after significant increases this month. 

 

The City of Newburgh Police Department logged 661 total calls for service during the 

week. This was a decrease of 11% over the previous week. The most frequent call for 

service type for the week was “Traffic Complaint” with 23% of the call activity for the 

week. The volume of this call type has remained fairly consistent the last few weeks. 

“Disorderly Person” was the next most frequent call type with 11% of entries. This call 

type experienced an 18% reduction over the previous week. 
 

Weapon related calls for service showed no entries this 

week. This was a dramatic reduction over the double digit 

entries from the previous week. City of Newburgh Police, in 

conjunction with the Orange County Sheriffs Office and 

Orange County Probation, had multiple joint operations 

deployed to high volume gun activity areas during the reporting week. 

 

Officers and detectives effected multiple arrests during the week to yield a total of 49 individuals arrested in the City. 

Notable arrests included charges for Violation of Parole, Assault 2nd, Burglary 2nd, Exposure of a Person, Driving While 

Intoxicated, Unlawful Fleeing a Police Office in a Motor Vehicle and Intimidating a Victim or Witness 3rd. Officers arrested 

thirty people who were not residents of the City of Newburgh. These arrests accounted for 61% of the arrests for the 

week.
