Part One crime during the week of May 4th through May 10th, 2015 experienced an
increase compared to the previous week. Violent Crime yielded an increase this week,
which included two Homicides currently under investigation. Both Homicides were
firearm related. Aggravated Assaults remained unchanged for the week. One
Aggravated Assault was domestic in nature and cleared by an arrest. Property Crime
showed a decreased this week, especially in Residential Burglaries. An increase in
Larcenies would have eliminated the overall Property Crime decrease had there not
been a reduction in Auto Theft.

Calls for Service = 725

The City of Newburgh Police Department logged 725 total calls for service during the
week. This was an increase of 3% over the previous week. The most frequent call for
service type for the week was “Disorderly Person” with 17% of the call activity for the

week. This was a 27% increase over the previous week. “Traffic Complaint” was the next
most frequent call type with 10% of entries. This call type experienced a 14% reduction

over the previous week.
