Part One crime during the week of July 7th through July 13th yielded a 

reduction of 23% compared to the previous week. Violent Crime experienced 

a decrease of 22% due to reductions in both Robbery (-50%) and Rape  

(-50%). Assaults for the week remained unchanged. This included two 

assaults that were domestic in nature. There was a single gun related assault 

this week that was also domestic in nature (arrest made/ gun recovered). 

Property Crime declined by 23% after reductions in both Residential 

Burglaries (-43%) and Commercial Burglaries (-100%).  
 

 

 

The City of Newburgh Police Department logged 632 total calls for service during the 

week. This is an increase of 19% over the previous week. The most frequent call for 

service type for the week was “Disorderly Person.” This call type accounted for 13% 

of the week’s activity and increased 42% compared to last week. “Traffic Complaint” 

was the next most frequent call type and nearly doubled compared to last week.  
 

Weapons related calls for service remained at the same level as last week. The 

individual call types showed some shifting in volume. “Shots Fired” was the most 

frequent weapon related call for the week and increased by 

33%. Last week, “Gun Call” was the most frequent, but it 

decreased by 40% this week. “Shooting” calls increased by 

one call. 
 

 

 

Officers and detectives effected multiple arrests during the week to yield a total of 42 individuals arrested in the City. 

Notable arrests included charges for Criminal Possession of a Firearm, Attempted Robbery, Violation of Parole, 

Sexual Abuse 1st, Kidnapping 2nd and Assault 2nd. Officers arrested twelve people who were not residents of the 

City of Newburgh. These arrests accounted for 29% of the arrests for the week.  

Figures are preliminary and subject to change based on investigation or development of other information.
