tal.

Mrs. Wightman revealed that the
painting of “Clinton Square,"” New-
burgh, by Clarence K. Chatterton,
former resident, who for many
yveats has been art instructor in
Vassar College, Poughkeepsie, has
recently completed a tour of the
world. The painting is impressive,
and includes reproduction of a five-
stor:r business building.

WAS RECALLED that Ad-
rian Vandervork so long ago as
11654 directed attention to the beau-
ty and charm of the Hudson High-
lands. Thomas Cole is generally
credited with originating landscape
‘work in the early |1800s.

in 1776, who was the first to paint
Niagara Falls and also painted the
Gardens of Versailles, from the li-
brary of which the local historical
_socigty has lately received two en-
gra¥ings; Thomas Cole, who left
New York to walk up the Hud-
son and study its scenery and lo-
cated in Catlskill; and Asher Brown|&X

-|Durand, a Huguenot descendant,

one of whose paintings, a Wood-
land scene, is owned by the local
sociely, a gift from Mr, and Mrs.
