· A certificate from the Board of Health is required to be presented in order for space to be rented to each food vendor. PLEASE NOTE: All food vendors must provide evidence of workers’ compensation and disability insurance. If you are seeking a waiver from these requirements, you must go on line to www.wcb.state.ny.us and apply on-line. (Click on forms, then “List of all common workers’ compensation forms”, then in the left column , “Form number/version date”, then scroll to CE_200-APPLY and click on it.) · Set-up and Unloading:  All vehicles must be unloaded and removed from vending area by 10 a.m.
· Parking is available at the Ferry Parking lot. Handicapped parking is available on a first-come first served basis in the parking lot by the Trestle mural
· Generator:  YOU MUST BRING YOUR OWN GENERATOR.   Access to Electric is not guaranteed.

· Security:  Vendors who leaves their wares unsupervised, at any time, do so at their own risk.
