DISCUSSION BY THE BOARD

e Kelly Kostyal-Larrier and Allen Gordon appeared on behalf of the applicant. Jay
Diesing was unable to appear.

o The property consists of a residential house on approximately five acres owned by
John Lease.

e The applicant is proposing to keep the existing residential house. It will be made
handicap accessible and will have twenty beds for residents. The size of the
house will not be expanded.




e There will be no delivery trucks or any other large trucks associated with the use.
e The City Engineer advised this is an unlisted action under SEQRA and requires
review by the County Planning Department pursuant to General Municipal Law
§239 because it is within 500 feet of a state road. E
e The City Engineer advised that there are some technical items in his letter that &
must be addressed, and there are encroachments that will require access and |
maintenance agreements. '
¢ The applicant will indicate on the plans that a lot line will be removed. The |
applicant is working with the county to remove the lot line. |
e The applicant will apply to the Zoning Board of Appeals for a use variance, and,
if approved, return to the Planning Board for the June meeting. |
